The Berenstain Bears Trick or Treat by Stan and Jan Berenstain

As Brother and Sister Bear don their costumes to go trick-or-treating by themselves for the first time, they plan 

to avoid Miz McGrizz's spooky home. But during their Halloween outing, the cubs discover that appearances 

can be deceiving. 

 

Big Pumpkin by Erica Silverman

The witch has grown the biggest pumpkin ever, and now she wants to make herself a pumpkin pie for 

Halloween.

She catches them, puts them in the washing 

machine, airs them out to dry, and gives them new lives as sofa covers, table cloths, and, of course, bed sheets 

to cozy up under. Fresh and charming illustrations in dynamic orange, black and white bring this resourceful 

heroine and these spooky ghosts to life. 

 

Jitterbug Jam by Barbara Jean Hicks

with "pink skin and orange fur on his head where his horns should be." Bobo's older brother thinks he's a fraidy-

cat, but his grandpa, Boo-Dad, knows all about these fearful creatures. And Boo-Dad knows exactly what to do 

to scare them away. But after being afraid for so long, Bobo might just want to take matters into his own paws 

and find out if the creature under his bed really is as bad as he thinks. 

 

Nate the Great and the Great Halloween Hunt by Marjorie Weinman Sharmat

It is Halloween night and all the kids are dressed in scary and funny costumes.  Their Trick or Treat bags are 

getting heavier. Nate's good friend Rosamond needs his help.  Her cat, Little Hex, is missing.  Little Hex hates 

Halloween, so maybe he's hiding.  Or is he lost?  Nate and his trusty dog Sludge take the case and hunt in the 

night for Little Hex.  They pass robots, pirates, and witches.  But where will they find Little Hex? 

 

The Night Before Halloween by Natasha Wing

Little monsters and goofy goblins take center stage in this silly, spooky spin on Clement C. Moore's beloved 

poem. But what will happen on Halloween when the monsters come face to face with human trick-or-treaters? 

 

Moonlight: The Halloween Cat by Cynthia Rylant

Told in rhythmic prose that almost purrs when read aloud, this is the story of a cat that loves everything about 

Halloween, from pumpkins to children to candy. 

 

Can You See What I See?: On A Scary, Scary Night by Walter Wick

In this I SPY book, you will have to search and find objects hidden in a multitude of scary settings. 

 

One Halloween Night by Mark Teague 

E TEA 

Wendell, Floyd, and Mona can't seem to avoid trouble, particularly on Halloween! It all starts when a black cat 

crosses their path while they're walking home from school, which seems to cause all their costumes to go awry. 

Then, while trick-or-treating, some of their neighbors surprise them with tricks instead of treats. As if that 

weren't bad enough, a pack of nasty witches is chasing them through the neighborhood, making fun of their 

costumes! Will the kids be able to save their Halloween from disaster? 

 

Pumpkin Circle: The Story of a Garden by George Levensen

This treat of a picture book comes cloaked in the colors of fall. Bouncy verse and glowing photographs show a 

backyard pumpkin patch move through its natural cycle. An author's note explains how to grow your own 

pumpkin. 
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Room on the Broom by Julia Donaldson
